Core Programs
After School Program
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This program will be established into local schools Monday-Fridays lasting three hours per day. We will focus on teaching kids the importance of school, physical activities, and nutritional eating habits. Each child will receive assistance with their homework for 45 minutes, and then the remaining time will be allocated toward nutritional and physical activities. The physical activity/nutritional program are designed by giving kids a warm-up activity followed by a nutritional activity. Students then will receive course training in sports or dance for the remaining time. This program is offered to children ages 5-17 years at $20 per child per week. 
Summer Camp Program 


This program will extend throughout the summer months, June-August, Monday-Friday from 9am-5pm. The purpose of this program is to get the youth community involved in proper physical health management and nutritional practices that will promote a healthier lifestyle while keeping their focus away from technology. 
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Obesity Camp Program
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This is a four week program offered year round, Monday-Friday. The goal of this program is to provide a comfortable and conducive environment while implementing exercise regimens and strict nutritional practices to enhance the overall health for overweight and obese individuals. This program is offered to overweight/obese individuals ages 8 and older at $35 per interval. 
 

Speed/Agility Camp Program
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This program is very intense training that focuses on technique and forum development to ensure the best possible results from athletic production through competing and excelling to the next level. The goal of this program is to increase overall speed and agility in the athlete while performing a skill in a specified sport. This program is also year round and offered at five days per week at 4 week intervals. This program is offered to individuals 8 and older at $35 per month. 
Dance/Cheerleading Camp Program 
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This program is offered two weeks at a time, year round, three days per week. We will focus on improving children’s skills in rhythmic movement, choreography, and coordination. Children will experience cheerleading routines, coordination activities, and body movement. Students will understand body control, how to move in rhythmic patterns, and flexibility. This program is offered to students 5-17 years old at $35 per interval.
